5 years. They need this type of com-
munity meetings to show that the 
grant proposal is based on community 
input and that will enhance the 
chances for getting it approved. Maxi-
mum award is $5 million. Of course, 
there is no guarantee that they will 
receive any money at all.  

 I spoke at the meeting about 
Wa Sungôs Easter  Pancake Break-
fast being a community event and the 
fact that weôve been using the shed to 
store our super-heavy grills for over 
40 years. I asked for at least the 
same amount of storage space in the 
improvement proposal.  Karen has 
also submitted a response to a written 
survey they were conducting. During 
the break, Karen and I chatted briefly 
with Pat and she seemed to already 
know our concern. She said ñwe will 
give you more storage

 This is just to bring you up to 
date on the status of the shed. Karen 
and I went to the Lincoln School PTA 
meeting last night. The meeting was 
convened to ask input from parents 
as to what they would like to have in a 
new ñimprovedò Lincoln Park. The 
area they plan to improve covers the 
whole existing park except the bas-
ketball court area, the ñTeen Centerò 
which was designated a historical 
landmark, and the junk boat play 
area. The shed falls within this area 
for improvement.  

 This is considered Phase 2 of 
the master plan; Phase 1 concerns 
the parcel between Lincoln School 
and Lincoln Park along Alice Street 
for which the City has already ob-
tained 1.2 million to construct a per-
forming stage, a hard court play area, 
and an artificial turf playing field. 

  Pat Kernighan,  Gilbert Gong, 
couple of City architects,  and some 
Park and Rec officials were at the 
meeting.   Pat said that they are now 
gathering ideas for the City to write a 
grant proposal to get some Prop.84 
money for Phase 2.  

 This is only the first of many 
meetings, and there will be a follow-
up meeting with the parents on 1/20 
as well as a series of community 
meetings. The deadline for submitting 
the proposal is February next year, 
and the review process may take 3 to
